Change, Director Niels Elers Koch.

SUSTAINABILITY SCIENCE 
CENTRE – CLIMATE EDUCATION & 
DISSEMINATION

The Sustainability Science Centre encourages cross-
faculty projects within the topics of sustainability 
and globalization. The Centre consists of a steering 
committee and a coordination unit headed by 
Director Niels Elers Koch. The steering committee 
is chaired by Professor and Vice-Dean Katherine 
Richardson, and consists of Dean Per Holten-
Andersen, Head of Institute Lars Bille, Vice-Dean

Andersen. The Centre is responsible for gathering 
and showing a full picture of the university’s climate 
courses and for supporting cooperation across the 
eight faculties. In addition, the Centre ensures that 
the university has the right and up-to-date climate 
courses in order to respond to societal needs. 

STEERING COMMITTEE – GREEN 
CAMPUS

The Green Campus steering committee is chaired 
by Rector Ralf Hemmingsen and includes Prorector 
Lykke Friis, University Director Jørgen Honoré 
and the Deans from each of the eight faculties. 
Together, they decide on the initiatives, which will 
make the university one of the greenest campus 
areas in Europe.

The Green Campus Team is responsible for planning 
and implementing the projects.

CLIMATE PANEL 
The Climate Panel consists of 24 top researchers 
within a broad range of the climate fi eld. They 
assist and advise the steering committees and 
engage in the public climate debate. The panel 
has defi ned the university’s 12 key climate research 
areas, which are refl ected on the last page of this 
pamphlet. The panel has been actively involved in 
the nomination of 17 Honorary Climate Professors. 

These professors will contribute with widening the 
knowledge fi elds within climate change, expanding 
the global network and cooperation among 
professors, and will offer new fi elds of education 
for students.
